The Corvette Club of Richmond has been asked by Richmond International Raceway to provide forty three (43) con-
vertible Corvettes and drivers and several backups to serve as the pre-race driver introduction lap vehicles for the 
Crown Royal Presents The Heath Calhoun 400 NASCAR Sprint Cup Series Race scheduled for Saturday, May 1, 
2010.  This opportunity is open to all CCR members as of April 1, 2010.  In order to sign up, you will need to go online 
to EVENTBRITE and register.  This provides a timestamp in order to determine the first 50 vehicles to sign up.  Regis-
tration will open on March 1, 2010.

In return for use of our vehicles, Richmond International Raceway will provide a car corral on the midway for us to 
showcase our vehicles to the tens of thousands of race fans prior to the race.  Your Corvette may be positioned in the car 
corral starting at 10:00am but no later than 2:30pm on Saturday, May 1.

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HPDE - High Performance Driving 
Event 

    Have you ever been driving down a winding country road and thought 
to yourself, "I would love to open this baby up to see what I could do"?  
Or have you been watching our beloved Corvette racing team running in 
the American LeMans Series on a famous road course and wished you 
could try that?  Take heart!  There is a way you can.  You can actually 
take your car out and see what your potential is.  You can drive some of 
the most scenic terrain in the country at speeds in excess of 100mph. 

LEGALLY!!!  This is all done in a safe and controlled environment. 
 
     They are called High Performance Driving Events - HPDE for short.  For two days you drive your car on some of the 
most famous, and not so famous, tracks in the country and run as fast as your courage will allow.  No, you don't show 
up at a track and just get cut loose on the racing surface.  That wouldn't be safe.    
   
     First you find an organization that runs events near you. NASA, Chin Motorsports, and TrackDaze are a few that hold 
HPDEs for all makes of cars. The National Corvette Museum sponsors HPDEs for Corvettes only.  They hold an annual 
event at Virginia International Raceway in Alton, VA.  This year’s event will be held on June 28 and 29. 
 
     You might be thinking, "Am I going to be out on the track with other people?"  Yes you are.  Track size is generally 
the determining factor.  VIR is 3.27 miles in full course configuration.  You will be out there with 30-50 other cars de-
pending on the organization you run with.  You will be out there with people at or near the same skill level as you.  Pass-
ing is done in a controlled manner so safety is maximized.  You must give a "point-by" to be passed or receive one to 
pass another vehicle. At the novice through intermediate levels this is done on straight-aways only. 
 
     Now comes the interesting part.  You will not be in your car alone.  You are assigned an instructor that is experi-
enced in car control and teaching the skills you will need to run fast and safe. They will answer any questions you might 
have.  They will also not let you exceed your ability.  After all, it is their life on the line, too.  You will get acquainted with 
your instructor before you go out on the track.  He or she (yes there are lady instructors) will ask you what your goals 
are, how many events have you been to, and how familiar you are with you car.  Learn from this person.  Not only will 
you have an in-car instructor, you will also have a classroom instructor to familiarize you with the "lingo" and answer any 
questions you might have.  You will learn track talk, vehicle dynamics and other important information. 
 
     When you go out on the track for the first time it is sensory overload.  Don't let this bother you.  That is why the in-
structor is there.  You will be learning such things as turn in, apex, track out, the line, and above all, to be smooth. You 
will hear a constant refrain..."Smooth is fast". 
 
     Don't worry if you go out there and you're not setting track records and Pratt Miller Racing isn't coming up to you ask-
ing to sign a driving contract.  You are there to have fun.  And fun you will have.  Most people have a grin from ear to 
ear that is there for quite a while.  We call it “perm-a-grin”.  While this is not for everyone, most that attend these events 
find them fun and a huge learning experience.  Yes, you can take what you learn at the track to the streets - just not with 
as much speed.  Leave the speed for the track! 
 
     If a two day HPDE seems like too much (of a good thing), some organizations offer a one classroom-one track ses-
sion option.  The NCM calls this PrimeDrive and it will be offered again at VIR in June.  ON-LINE REGISTRATION FOR 
THE VIR EVENTS WILL START AT 9:00 AM ON THURSDAY, MARCH 12, 2009.  In the past, these sold out in just 
minutes.  Make sure your NCM Login name and password are current and get yourself on the computer at that time. 
 
     There are some great resources for learning about these events.  Corvette Forum (www.corvetteforum.com) has a 
wealth of information.  They have a section on Autocross and Road racing that in fantastic.  Grassroots Motorsports 
magazine is a print publication that is for weekend warrior racers that has an abundant supply of information. These are 
just a few but there are a lot more:
