I AM SPEED…………… 
 
Hello Lighting McQueen, you’d better watch out, there are a few new kids on the block.  We’ve had some 
track time at Virginia International Raceway, with a personal instructor, courtesy of the National Corvette Mu-
seum’s High Performance Driving Event. Here is a sampling of our experience from the team. 
 
First up is Barry Waller 
 
VIR is the Mecca of road racing, testing, and, as stated by one of the GM ZR1 drivers, the best road track in 
the country.  I was privileged to be able to attend the Corvette Museum’s High Performance driving school at 
VIR thanks to Bob Brody who graciously gave me his spot because he could not attend.  Thanks Bob for the 
experience of a lifetime!
