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If you have gone with CCR to Performance Autosports to see how much horsepower your Corvette can gener-
ate then the next step is to see how that relates to “real world speed and handling”. Where is the best place to 
determine that? How about a street race or high speed street run? Not if you value your driver’s license. Well, 
where do you go?  
 
To answer that question one way is to join the National Corvette Museum. Now wait a minute, a museum usu-
ally means looking at stationary objects from the past. Not in this case. The National Corvette Museum hosts 
High Speed Driving Events (HSDE) at several race tracks across the country.  
 
This year I had the privilege of attending the HSDE at Virginia International Raceway (VIR) outside scenic 
Danville, Virginia. I raced at that track in the 1960’s and boy has it changed. VIR is a high quality racing re-
sort of sorts. It offers 5 road course tracks, a Pro Shop, Classrooms, the Pagoda Grill, The Oak Tree Tavern 
featuring Connie’s Pub, the Oak Tree Spa, “The Lodge at VIR, The Gallery, Gift Shop, The Villas at South 
Bend, Paddock Suites and Garages, Plantation Valley Kart Track, Camp Motorsport (Motorsports themed 
summer camp for kids 8-16) , Regular Camping (you can take your motor home, trailer or even tent), and most 
of all Racing and High Speed Driving. VIR hosts such events as the Grand-Am Rolex Series, AMA Super-
bikes, Heacock Classic SVRA Gold Cup Historic Races, Sports Car Club of America events, and the Porsche 
Rumble at the Oak Tree. 
 
It was the high speed driving that drew me to the event and the invitation by Barry Waller to join him on the 
trip. This was Barry’s second trip and my first in many years. Driving a C5 Corvette at VIR is a bit different 
that a 1967 Austin Healey Sprite so this promised to be exciting. 
 
On hand this year for the Corvette Museum HSDE was professional race drivers Andy Pilgrim and Shields 
Bergstrom. I had the opportunity to have Shields as my instructor (even though he drives Aston Martins and 
Mazdas) and his calm, professional demeanor (even with my driving) was reassuring. There were also several 
2010 Corvette Grand Sports there for brake pad testing and a C6R (not a Chevrolet Team car but privately 
owned). 
 
When we arrived on Sunday afternoon it looked like the explosion of a Porsche factory. There were Porsches 
of every description. They were there for the Porsche Rumble at the Oak Tree which concluded that day.  
 
The HSDE is not a racing venue; it is an instructional course on high speed driving in your Corvette. You are 
accompanied by an instructor and you are on the course with other Corvettes (and an occasional Nissan 350Z, 
BMW 1 Series and Mustang). The OTVs are Instructor vehicles that are allowed during some sessions. There 
is nothing that gets the adrenaline pumping like accelerating on to the track and mashing the loud pedal to the 
floor until the first corner (Horseshoe) looms ahead like a shark’s mouth waiting to devour you. Your instruc-
tor is there to show you the best (read safest) way around the course and keep you and your Corvette in one 
piece. The second corner comes fast and as you line up your instructor tells you where you should be and when 
to begin to brake. You fell like you are going in too hard and fast, but your instructor says to stay in the throttle 
and go into the turn deeper before braking. By now the seat cover has an additional wrinkle or two and you 
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begin to think you should have brought a pair of brown pants with you. But by the time you reach turn 12 (Oak 
Tree) you realize that you are still in one piece and so is the car, so you mash the throttle to the floor and enter 
the 4000 foot long backstretch. The speedometer rockets past the century mark and there is plenty of pedal left. 
Now you realize that you must set up for the “Roller Coaster”. By the time you reach “Hog Pen” turns you are 
ready to hammer down for the front straight. You have just completed the full course which is just over 3 miles 
in length. If you are driving a standard C4, C5 or C6 and you see the car behind you with a front scoop, it is 
the unmistakable front end of a C6 Z06 so you move to the side and let him pass, and pass he does. 
 
This event also has some things that might interest the ladies, if they are not interested in driving the course 
(our resident lady racer Nancy Harrison thinks every one of our ladies should consider driving the course.) For 
those who are not sure, two of our ladies got the opportunity to ride along with CCR member and VIR instruc-
tor Bob Banning in his C5 Z06 race prepared car. Gail Murman (aka Michele Schumacher) and Doris Brody 
(aka Mary Ann Andrei) got just such an opportunity and from the irremovable grins on their faces, I’d say they 
had fun, but ask them you’re self. 
 
Paul Murman actually passed several cars not including the Nissan, BMW and Mustang. At one point we 
looked up and saw buzzards circling overhead. I’m not sure if Barry was driving that slowly or they were wait-
ing for the guy from Illinois who had just hit the wall (in a former friend’s car).  
 
All in all, this is an outstanding event to attend and drive. It gives you the opportunity to drive the course at 
VIR in a street car with an instructor. If you continue to attend these events you can graduate to solo driving 
(without an instructor) and then the fun really begins. This type of event does not tear up your pride and joy (if 
you follow your instructor’s guidance) and yet you can really “let it all hang out”.  
 
I would like to thank Nancy Harrison and Bob Banning for letting us use their Paddock Suite and providing 
food and drink (also provided by other members.) I hope to go again next year and encourage everyone in the 
club to consider attending even if as a spectator. It is great fun and goes to a good cause. As a side note the 
Museum is going to build a Motorsports park with a track. Also, thanks to Barry Waller for the invite.
