As we stepped back in time to those days in the 1800’s, we could see why this location was impor-
tant to both the South and the North. Control of this section of the James River was critical to re-
supplying troops further inland. During this battle, 2500 Confederate cavalrymen were repelled by
1400 USCT’s.

After this walking tour, we gathered at a restored farmhouse and enjoyed refreshments and
prizes. This fall and winter have been challenging to say the least for Joy and Bobby. But even
through it all, Joy came through for the club and created a truly “once in a lifetime experience” for
all of us.
