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My Transmission is Slipping and I Can’t Speed Up!

According to General Motors, some issues involving both engine and transmission may be connected. There have been 
cases of poor acceleration from a stop, limited rpm range, an engine that bogs, transmission slipping, or an erratically 
shifting transmission. These may be associated with the air filter.  

 
Now, I know, most of you are by now saying “What?” but, it is true, the air filter may be involved. If 
your GM vehicle (including Corvettes) has an air filter that uses an oil bath such as a K&N, it may be 
the problem. If too much oil is used, the oil can be drawn into the mass airflow sensor (MAF). This may 
be skewing the signal from the sensor and causing the problems. This may or may not illuminate the 
malfunction illumination light (also known as a trouble or check engine light).  
 

To conduct a correct diagnosis, the use of a scan tool is needed to check the data 
stream. If oiling of the MAF sensor is determined to be the problem, the 
correction is usually cleaning the hot wire or replacing the MAF sensor. Once that 
is done, remember that the filter does not have to be dripping with oil to be 
effective. On this type of filter and the foam type filters oil is used to trap 
contaminates, so a light oiling is usually enough (follow manufacturers oiling 
recommendations). Just be a little more judicious with the slippery stuff.

The Year that wasn’t. 
 
1983 was the year that NO Corvettes were sold to the 
public.  44 new generation 4 (C4) corvettes were built 
but there were so many quality control and produc-
tion problems with the new model at production was 
halted.  By the time GM got their act together, it was 
January 1983 and too late in the production year so 
GM decided to introduce the new C4 as 1984 model.  
 
The new C4 Corvette boosted a totally new and com-
plicated design update that incorporated tons of new 
technology.  Unfortunately, despite GM’s desire to 
celebrate the 30th anniversary of the Corvette, the de-
sign and production teams could not get the bugs 
worked out in time for the 1983 model year.  So the 

first C4 Corvette was sold in February 83 and delivery began in March. 
 
Of the 44 1983 Corvettes that were built, a few of these were part of the press introduction at Riverside Race-
way in California in December 1982, all but one were destroyed by GM except for the White Coupe that is on 
display at the National Corvette Museum in Bowling Green, KY.  It is owned by GM.
