Do you remember the morning of December 25th, when you were five 
years old? The anticipation, wonder, and the excitement of what you 
would find under the Christmas tree. And also, what if Santa did not 
come, what if you were on the bad list and bad things happened? All of 
those emotions were present on April 25, 2009 as the Corvette Club of 
Richmond arrived at Performance Autosports (PAS). 
This was the second year that the club took advantage of the Dyno-Jet 
dynameters to see and feel what horsepower was inside the blocks of iron 
and aluminum held within our Corvettes. As the Corvettes began to arrive 
the sun was shinning and the temperature was beginning to rise as was the 
excitement.  

As the first car was strapped to the dyno all eyes began to move toward the monitor on the wall of the shop. This 
showed a tachometer and speedometer. As the engine roared to life and Kevin Adolf began to warm it up a crowd 
gathered at the monitor. Once up to operating temperature it was time for “the games to begin”. The first Corvette 
screamed to 140 mph on the dyno and completed its base pull. The base pull is used to determine what the horse-
power and torque are before any computer tuning and tweaking is performed. The next few pulls are used to fine 
tune the vehicle. 
Some might assume that this is a form of torture for the vehicle, however it is actually an excellent diagnostic tool 
as the dyno operator and tuner can actually see, hear and feel what the vehicle is doing at speed. The limiting factor 
is incoming air and the ambient temperature. It was in the 90’s that day and high temperature does not make high 
horsepower. A fan is used to provide cooling and intake air, however there would be considerably more of this in-
coming air when actually driving down the road. There were a few cars that experienced carbon buildup problems 
and one pull was terminated early due to severe spark knock. Even though the vehicles seemed to operate fine dur-
ing daily driving, there were some major carbon and spark knock issues found. In the words of our tuner Steve Wil-
liams “you guys need to drive these cars harder”.  
While discussing the carbon and spark knock concerns, Steve mentioned that there were some EGR and PCV issues 
on some of the LS engine that helped create the drivability concerns we experienced. PAS owner Mark LaMaskin 
was ready to assist those owners with these issues and several of our members took advantage of fuel induction 
cleaning services. 
At the end of the day nine Corvettes had spun the dyno and most made it in the mid 100 mph range, even if it was 
sitting still. I want to thank Mark, Kevin and Steve for their assistance and hospitality, and all of the CCR members 
that either utilized the facilities or just brought their cars out to support the event. This is just another example of 
how (to quote a past president) “this is the best damn Corvette club in the world.”

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Dinner and a show – for some it’s fast food and HBO; how-
ever, for 30 members of CCR, and two guests, it was an eve-
ning of fine southern dining in an historic setting and the 
chance to experience some of the finest talent in the central 
Virginia area. 
 
It was a perfect Saturday evening as we gathered around 6:00 
pm at the Swift Creek Mill Theatre.  The mill, a Virginia His-
torical Landmark and listed in the National Register of Historic 
Places was in existence in 1663 according to historical records, 
and is believed to be the oldest grist mill in the country.  It sur-
vived Civil War battles, at one time made corn whiskey, and 
operated as a grist mill until 1956.  Converted to a dinner thea-

ter in 1965, much of the old equipment was refurbished to enhance the ambiance of the dining and theatre 
experience. 
 
We were quickly seated in the dining area and, as is the custom of CCR members, refreshments were ordered 
and soon we were enjoying the buffet style southern dining.  During the meal, drawings were held for prizes 
supplied by the Barbour’s that were in keeping with the theme of the evening’s entertainment. 
 
After dinner, we proceeded to the theater area.  The center aisle reserved seating gave us the best view of the 
stage and around 8 o’clock the artistic director welcomed the audience and gave us a little background about 
the show.  We were not disappointed.  The “Altar Boyz” lived up to its advance billing as a foot-stomping, 
rafter-raising musical comedy.  It was an hour and a half of comedy, dancing and outstanding singing by five 
very talented male artists.   
 
After the show, the management of the Theatre gave us permission to take a group photo on the stage; how-
ever, we were not allowed to sing or dance, much to the relief of the other patrons who had not yet exited.   
 
Don and Val Miser invited everyone to their 
home after the show for refreshments, dessert, 
and fellowship.

I talked with Andy Young of Zip Products on Friday 
afternoon and we were a little worried about parking on the grass, since it had water standing on it as we spoke. The 
good news was that just as I had requested the forecast was for clear skies for Saturday. 
 
Saturday morning looked a little uncertain, but the forecast was still good. As the gates opened the Corvettes started to 
roll in. And roll in they did. We had a total of 145 Corvettes on the property, ninety-five of them in the show and three in 
the Car Corral (cars for sale).   
 
This year Zip Products had arranged for Adam’s Polishes (www.adamspolishes.com) and American Car Craft Custom 
Stainless Accessories (www.americancarcraft.com) to perform demonstrations and installations on site during the event. 
This proved to be very popular and will continue next year. 
 
While talking about vendors, this year we once again had Famous Dave’s Bar-B-Que, River City Bead Company, Cool 
Concessions and Charles Long Photography. We always appreciate their support. 
 
Once again the largest showing was the C5 and C6 generations. I would certainly like to see more of the other genera-
tions next year. Speaking of 2010, it’s our 50th anniversary and we hope to have a larger event next year. 
 
We tried something different in the class judging this year. We had technicians from General Motors dealerships as 
judges.
