THE PURPOSE OF CARAVAN ETIQUETTE IS THE SAFETY ORI

SPEED

The maximum speed of the caravan will not exceedptiblished speed limit at any time.

The maximum speed of the caravan will be determinethe maximum safe speed of the slowest Corvette.
STOPPING

IF ANYONE STOPS, THE ENTIRE CARAVAN STOPS UNTIL THEEASON FOR THE STOP CAN BE DETERMINED AND THE
APPROPRIATE ACTION TAKEN!

If the Corvette in front of you stops, YOU STOP TDO
Emergency stops must be communicated to the leate@® as soon as possible.

Regular "pit" stops will be scheduled and theiliians will be published. (These pit stops are alkere everyone “regroups” if a few of
the lead-foots decide to break away from the carp¥aSee LEAVING THE CARAVAN.

PASSING
Passing each other in the caravan should not lEssaxy.

If the caravan leader decides to pass a slowermgoxehicle, he/she will wait for the last Corvetighe caravan before resuming normal
speed.

When the caravan is passing a slower moving vehiefeain in the right lane until it's your turn pass.
SPACING

Although we would like the caravan to run togethgm group and not be divided by non-caravan eielways keep a safe distance be-
tween you and the vehicle in front of you.

If you notice a non-caravan vehicle moving throtigh caravan, assist them by slowing down a littie l2aving additional space between
you and the vehicle in front of you.

LEAVING THE CARAVAN

Those wishing to exceed the established speedcafatavan should notify the lead Corvette uponitepfrom and returning to the caravan.
If someone needs to leave the caravan temporéeityra pit stop, etc.), make sure the Corvetterzbliou knows that you are departing the
caravan so the rest of the caravan does not fdipwmistake. Also let the lead Corvette know, if gibge, that you are leaving the caravan
and when you return.

LINE UP OF VEHICLES IN THE CARAVAN

While it is cumbersome and not necessary to linbyupear or even by generation, the recommendedulnof the caravan is as follows:
Older Corvettes right behind the lead Corvette.

Other Corvettes at random

Vehicles other than Corvettes at the rear of thawea.

COMMUNICATIONS

The primary means of communications for the sabéty CCR caravan is the Family Radio Ser-

vice (FRS) system which is useful, but becaus@e@fimited range, should not be relied upon for

the safety of the caravan. The operating chanmelfelub radios is Channel 1 Frequency 3.

As a secondary means of communications, cellulangs with roam capability. Phone numbers

must be exchanged before the caravan starts. eBldeCorvette and the trailing vehicle in the
caravan must have cell phone communications.
