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Horsepower, Smorsepower How Much Do | Really Have?

How much horsepower does your Corvette really h@@ss the factory rating have any real relatiothto
horsepower and torque that reaches the road? \Waet does that cold air system or throttle bodvfaii
have on your car? If you have ever wondered albmset things or if you just want to know how muciske
power and torque your car actually has, we haveveat for you.

Performance Autosport, Inc. in beautiful Goochl&ualinty, Virginia has the Dynajet dynamometer wtdah
give you the exact figures for you car by puttimgiycar on a dynamometer and performing full theqiulls.
We will be going to Performance Autosport sometim@pril or May more on that later.

A dynamometer (dyno) is a device that measuregfand power. It does that with a drum (in thisecset
into the floor of the building) that measures tlogvpr and force required to turn the drum and keggming.
A computer is used to monitor and store data. hy genple terms, as you may remember, it takesutq
get the car moving but horsepower to keep it maving
The Dynajet is rated at 1200 horsepower and 1560pgounds of torque so it should handle all of Gor-
vettes. The value of a dyno is to be able to perfigpeatable run comparisons. If you were makipgated
trips down the drag strip, there could be manyaldés such as track temperature, rubber buildapk tete-
rioration, wind, etc. These could affect each @n.a stationary dyno most of those variables areved and
with the use of computer programming we can getaigble pull comparisons. After a baseline is distadd
tuning can begin and an additional pull to deteemirthere are any changes.

Knowing when the maximum horsepower and torqueagadiable the driver will be able to understand at
which rpm range to get the best performance or &welreconomy if desired. This will be helpful ingparing
for the Mid-Atlantic Vette Fest in July.

To get started with a dyno session there are datéams that you will need to understand. First,diieo will
not necessarily tell what your car will do in a Yanit will give you information that can be useith some
standard formulas to determine what the car wilt@eable of running. Next the car must be in gdwps.
That means that if you know of any deficiencieg/tbleould be addressed prior to the event. Suclgyshas
good oil at the proper level; clean air filter; goooolant at the proper level; good belts, tirégich, wheel
bearings and transmission. If you are looking ferfgrmance gains, the engine should be performield far
the baseline pull.
