April 2007 was a very busy month for the Corvette Club website with visitors com-
ing from all over the world.

We had an average of 221 hits every hour, with one hour having 1,682 hits. We
had 4,605 total visitors and over 6.26 gigabytes of traffic which is quite a lot for one month. April had the sec-
ond highest traffic in a rolling 12 month window, with only June 2007 having more traffic in a month.

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Tune and Dyno Day, or How to Extract 2000 Horsepowdrom 6 Corvettes

What has 24 wheels, 2054 horsepower and runs at over 6,000 RPMs? The answer is 6 of CCRs finest Corvettes
strapped to the dynomometer at Performance Autosports (PA).

Saturday April 26" was a clear, warm, sunny day (just as | had asked for). When we arrived, Mark LaMaskin and his
crew of wranglers corralled the herd of blue oval ponies (Ford Mustangs, including Saleens, a GT 500 scheduled for a
full blower treatment and even a Chip Foose Mustang), providing breathing room as the CCR armada of warships sailed
into this primarily equestrienne territory.

After a brief setup, the initial vette was strapped into place atop the Dyno-jet and PA Dyno Wizard Kevin Adolf and Com-
puter Tuning Master Steve Williams of LsxTune began their quest for every available horsepower from these small block
bowtie engines. First up was Don Miser’s Admiral Blue C4 Grand Sport Coupe. The Grand Sports pulls were to deter-
mine what the previous tuning had some for rear wheel horsepower. The numbers were at 330 at the rear wheels and
about 396 at the flywheel, not too shabby.

Next up was the 04 Black Coupe of Barry Waller. Barry (the raining toilet seat tossing champion) had done some modifi-
cations and wanted to see what they had done and if more horsepower was to be found. After a Guinness Book of Re-
cords number of pulls, Barry was impressed at what Steve was able to find.

When Fred Ames Pewter 02 Convertible complete with supercharger and other modifications rolled onto the dyno, we
were all anxious to see what it could do. We were not disappointed. With horsepowers numbers at 426 at the rear
wheels and around 510 at the flywheel it was strong. But that was not enough for Fred. He was already thinking of what
to do next. We told him “it's only money, right?”

Don Clark’s Yellow C5 6-Speed Convertible was up next. Everyone was wondering what a bone stock 6-speed would
do. Don’s car recorded 299 horsepower at the rear wheels and about 357 at the flywheel. That is pretty good for a com-
pletely stock C5.

The Silver 03 Z06 of John Williams was strapped down next and recorded some strong number. It had 363 at the rear
wheels and about 435 at the flywheel.

Bob Brody’'s Metallic Red C5 was the last car on the dyno. After a few pulls, Steve was able to extract a few horsepower
from the LS engine, not as much as he hoped. Any horsepower found is good, | always say.

Although Joe Morris had his new C6 Z06 we could not persuade him to strap it the dyno. Maybe next time Joe.
Although it was a long day, | think everyone had a good time and learned something about their cars.

Our thanks to Performance Autosports and LsxTune for helping with this event. Mark is interested in combining a car
show along with the dyno tuning in the future. This looks like a fall event, as the summer is filling up fast.

It probably took a while to settle the Mustangs down after the CCR visit. But, hey partner, what do you expect when
America’s premier sports cars and the Corvette Club of Richmond come to town?

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May Tech Tip

C5 Fuel Filter Replacement
by Rob Bickert

We all take pride in our Corvettes and look forward to a summer of trouble free driving so maintenance is key. We
change air filter, oil & oil filter like clock work but there is one filter we don’t think about, and that is the fuel filter. This
filter works just as hard as any other component of our car to protect the fuel system from foreign contaminates and
should be change periodically to continue to provide that protection. Here’'s who to DO-IT-YOURSELF:

Relieve the pressure in the fuel line at the rail. - Disconnect the battery. - Raise the rear of the car, best done from the
rear sub frame. - IF you have an A4 space it tight and it helps if you remove the cat back portion of the exhaust on the
drivers side. - The filter is just up under the frame in front of the drivers side rear wheel - Remove the bolt holding the fil-
ter assembly to the frame. - This is where it gets messy... Remove the two quick connect fit-
tings towards the rear of the filter, just squeeze the blueish colored tabs and pull the two lines
from the rear side of the filter. DO NOT be right under this - a couple of cups of gas will come
pouring out - trust me | got soaked... - Using the fuel-line disconnect tool, remove the line on
the front side of the filter. This is tight, | was worried about snapping the line when | did mine
but it will come out... Again, some gas will pour out and remember the filter itself is full. You
MUST use the fuel-line disconnect tool here. The tool is made of
metal or plastic and looks like a ring with a cutout and tail that slide
between the connector on the line and the hard tab on the filter.
Same tool is used if you ever remove the line from the fuel rail...it's the 5/16" one. - Clean up
all of the fuel that went everywhere. - Put the new filter in place and bolt it down. - Recon-
nect the lines. - Reconnect the battery. - Turn the key in the ignition to pressurize the lines
but do not start. Do this two or three times. - Check for leaks. - Replace the cat back if you
remove. - Lower the rear of the car. - Take it for a spin. Note: | made some small additions
but the majority of this tip can be found in any auto repair source/manual. Thanks to ALL-
DATA which was my main source.
